ANNUAL OPEN ENROLLMENT PERIOD 
 

Medicare Open Enrollment is a great time each year to review your Medicare plan and see if 
it's still the right plan for the following year. For some of us, this is our profession and we 
work with our customers year around with all their Medicare needs. Unfortunately, this is 
also the time of the year the scams start and trick unsuspecting seniors into plans they have no 
idea what they signed up for.  
Scam #1:  You receive a call from a familiar insurance company and the person states they 
have reviewed your account and the familiar company feels you would be better off on anoth-
er plan. Usually the pitch is they will save you money.  
The Real Answer is:  They don't have the first clue what is best for you. By switching your 
plan to anything else, they just took control of your account away from your trusted adviser 
that has all your information and has taken the time to get to know you and your personal 
situation, and has placed you in the best plan to fit your needs.   
 
Recently, a familiar insurance company is calling my members with a stand alone drug plan 
that works with their Supplement plan, and they are stating that you can get the same drug 
plan for free by going on a HMO plan. That all sounds great until the following year when the 
bills start rolling in and that doctor you have been seeing for the past 10 years is now consid-
ered out of network. The internal agents at this familiar company are so busy trying to meet 
their production numbers, that they don't care if that plan is the right fit for you.  
 
The #1 Golden Rule at Bridlewood is “do the right thing for the customer 100% of the 
time.”  I cannot stop someone from calling you, but I can help you tell them to say,              
 "NO THANKS”  I'll talk with my Bridlewood agent.”   
 
 

PRESCRIPTION DRUG PLANS
